Pravo v CSFR a v obou republikdch doznévé od listopadové revoluce zdsadnich
zmeén. Spolu s tim se méni i prdvo Zivotniho prostiedi, i kdyZz pon¢kud pomaleji, nez
se zamyslelo poCdtkem r. 1990. Brzdici faktory rychlej$iho vyvoje préva Zivotniho
prostiedi jsou zndmy: maji povahu ekonomickou i vécnou (technicky rozvoj), ale
i politickou (kompeten¢ni spory).

Redakce je si védoma vyznamu, ktery m4 prévo pro ochranu piirody a ptirodnich
zdrojd, pro ochranu a tvorbu Zivotniho prostiedi a pro trvaly rozvoj pfirody a lidstva.
Toto &islo je proto vénovadno otdzkdm nové pravni dpravy v téchto oblastech.

Vénujeme v8ak pozornost i pravni dpravé v usecich, kde dosud nebyly pfijaty no-
vé zédkony, ale jsou pfipraveny nebo dostatetné rozpracovany jejich névrhy, jako
v pfipadé hodnoceni vlivu &innosti na Zivotni prostfedi (proces oznatovany EIA,
tj.Environmental Impact Assessment), nebo pokud jde o prdvni ochranu pfirody,
lesniho a zemé&d€liského plidniho fondu a ekologického dohledu nad t&zbou.

Mimoréddné dileZity je vykon stdtni spravy na dseku Zivotniho prostfedi, coz otevi-
ra rozsdhlou problematiku instituciondlné-organizadnich zmén spravy Zivotniho
prostfedi jak v drovni ustfedni stdtni sprdvy, tak v drovni tzemni statni spravy
a mistni samospravy.

Zakonodarstvi je v prudkém vyvoji a Ize proto piedpoklddat, Zze v dobg, kdy dosta-
nou (tendfi Cislo do ruky, bude uZ vyddno vice prévnich predpist a moznéd budou
opét novelizovany ty, o nichz zde p8eme.

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Environmental law

From the November revolution, law in CSFR and in both Czech and Slovak Re-
publics changes. Environmental law has changed as well but more slowly as we be-
lieved in the beginning of 1990. Factors retarding the quicker development of
environmental law are known: economical and material (technical development)
causes, but also political reasons (debates on competences).

The editors became aware of the importance of law for protection of nature and
natural resources, for protection of the environment and for a sustainable develop-
ment of nature and mankind. For this reason this issue is devoted to new legal regu-
lation in these fields. Attention has also been paid to spheres with no legislation up
to now and where the laws have been already drafted, as is the case of the legal re-
gulation of the Environmental Impact Assessment, or of legal protection of nature,
forest and agricultural land and ecological control of mining.

Especially important is the exercise of state administration in the field of environ-
mental protection that raises the problem of institutional-organizational changes in
environmental administration at both central and local levels.

The course of the development of law is quick and it may be expected that when
this issue comes to the hands of our readers many laws are passed and those we ha-
ve mentioned in this issue will be amended again. The opinions of individual aut-
hors are different but this fact should not be considered as a fault. The period of
forced "coherence in opinions" is behind us, the more various opinions the more
hope that the chosen solution will be the most advantageous.
