Territorial nature protection

In the busy European continent nature and culture (in a broad sense) are in per-
manent contention. Though civilization is ,,the child of Mother Nature®, it penetrates
new its spaces, into the last corners. Human activities used to be very expansive and
nature is imprudently driven out behind the borders of its interests, sometimes up to
the wall behind which is lack of oxygen for an independent life of the hardiest plants
and animals. This antagonism is not good, because man often makes a mistake espe-
cially just in the matter that ought to be his most proper interest.

One of the ways how to reconcile undesirable contradiction between nature and
civilization is the enlightened landscape planning. It was shown that on the base of op-
timum properties and functions the landscape may be divided into an area with
dominant cultural contents and into an area where natural phenomena and proce-
dures take their course. In the course of some decades in Bohemia, Moravia and
Slovakia have been established a few several hundreds natural reserves, ten protected
landscape areas, nearly a dozen of national parks and nine biosphere reserves. What
a good balance and heritance of the pioneers in nature protection!

In response to the editors, in this issue meet the authors from the field of theory and
practice of territorial nature protection. The aim of it was not the complete summarization
or permanent discussion of this problem. We assume that new opinions originating from
our legislative measures and cooperation with international organizations will interest our
readers.
