Obohatenim problematiky je sivzfaZnost
amyslienkovd prepojenost s Ceskou republikou, ich pristup ku krajine bohatej
na kultirne dedicstvo je pre nds nielen indpirdciou, ale aj oslovenim.

V tomto ¢isle ndsho casopisu by sme chceli pohfadom na kultirne dedic-
stvo objavit a osvetlit jeho vztah k Zivotnému prostrediu. Kultirne dedi¢stvo
a Zivotné prostredie spaja minulost s pritomnostou, je vyzvou pre budicnost.

Their importance is not only being
approached by the authors, but mainly explained by them in the context
comparing Europe, world and a country. In the sense of their importance
and particularity we shall understand the inherences and significance of the
tasks we are solving and will solve.

We present three localities registered in the List of world cultural and
natural heritage. Banskd Stiavnica is by its magnificence, but mainly by sensi-
tive approach of builders of water plants the symbol of art and high standard of
culture of its contemporaries. The view of this town is the celebration of the
surrounding landscape, it is an inspiration also for today’s town designers.
Spissky hrad fortress and its surroundings show how we can intensify the
view of the landscape, it gives culture to this region. The view of Vlkolinec
is touching, the connection of folk architecture and nature enchants also a most
rational man. Here we can understand that by protection of folk architecture
we protect also nature, that indolence to folk architecture in Slovakia is a sin
against nature. The approach of the Czech Republic to its landscape rich in
cultural heritage is an inspiration for us.

In this issue of our journal we would like to discover and elucidate the
relation of cultural heritage to the environment. Cultural heritage and the
environment connect the past with the present, it is an appeal for the future.
The fate of world cultural heritage depends on the state of the environment,
therefore it is high time to see and experience the beauty of our monuments
with the responsibility for the environment.
