V tejto stivislosti sa v oboch republikdch v sticasnosti pripra-
vuju zakony o pristupe k informacidm o Zivotnom prostredi. Ciefom je vytvorif
také pravne, spolocenské a politické mechanizmy v oblasti tvorby, kontroly
a zverejiiovania informdcii o Zivotnom prostredi, ktoré by umoznili Sirokej verej-
nosti aktivne ich vyuZivat, reagovat na ne, a tym sa zicastiiovat na vliadnych
rozhodnutiach.

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' Flows of environmental information and public

Environmental information belongs to the basic instruments in the process of
environmental protection. Information only is not able to affect the environmental
protection. It can bring a positive effect only in the case that the appropriate flows of
information are provided. The basic condition for effective flows of information is
the right for public to have free access to environmental information. The free
access to environmental information in democratic and economically developed
countries has been implemented for a long time. Contemporary experience from
above mentioned countries confirms that the free access to information is streng-
thening the interest of citizens (public) to participate in public life,and to partici-
pate in solving environmental issues. This is the way to improve the trust among
citizens, state administration and local administration. The active participation of
public in the preparatory process of concepts, plans and programmes on the
regional and national level is considered to be very important.

In order to unify legislation within European Union in the year 1990 Regulation
of European Communities Council No 90/313/EEC on the Freedom of Access to
Information on the Environment was adopted. Signing the European Association
Agreement, both Czech and Slovak Republic promised to harmonise their legisla-
tion with the legal system of The European Union. In connection with this bills on
access to environmental information are currently being prepared in both republics
The main goal is to create such legal, social and political mechanisms within the
area of creation, control and publication of environmental information, that would

| enable wide public to use it, to respond and thus to participate in state adminis-
| tration decisions.
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Among the most important tools (instruments) for preparation, processing,
analysis and visualisation of spatial data and environmental information are
geographical information systems (GIS). A wide range of information from the
environmental area is offered by informational sources of the international net-
work Internet. Internet is a suitable instrument for rapid diffusion of information
among large number of users without temporal and spatial limits. WWW (World
Wide Web) — pages of Internet, nowdays being created practically by all renowned
environmental institutions, are regarded to be libraries without pages of paper.

Free access to environmental information, and providing of appropriate flows
of information in the Slovak Republic and in the Czech Republic could contribute
not only to the improvement of environmental awareness of wide publicbut also to
the improvement of information level of decision makers in the political and
economic area.
