Nie ndhodou sme monotému tohto ¢isla ndSho ¢asopisu nazvali Pat rokov od
konferencie v Riu. Udalostou roka na medzindrodnom environmentalnom fére
bolo nesporne 19. mimoriadne zasadanie Valného zhromazdenia OSN, s pri-
vlastkom Summit Zeme II (United Nations General Assembly Special Session
UNGASS), ktoré sa ziSlo v New Yorku v diioch 23.-27. juna 1997. Jeho ciefom
bolo po piatich rokoch zhodnotit, ako sa krajiny sveta postavili k plneniu ambi-
ciéznych zavazkov prijatych na Konferencii o Zivotnom prostredi a rozvoji
v brazilskom Riu de Janeiro r. 1992, obsiahnutych v Agende 21 - programe
¢innosti pre trvalo udrzatelny rozvoj, Deklardcii z Ria, Privne nezdviaznom
autoritativnom prehldseni k principom globalnej dohody o vyuzivani, ochrane
a trvalo udrZzateInom rozvoji vSetkych typov lesov (Lesnickych principoch).
Popri tychto, ktoré mali charakter nezdvaznych dokumentov, dalo Rio svetu
dva multilaterdlne dohovory: Dohovor OSN o biologickej diverzite a Rimcovy

| dohovor OSN o klimatickych zmendch.

Zasadanie v New Yorku na jednej strane potvrdilo zdujem medzindrodného
spolocenstva uskuto¢novat odkaz Ria, ale potvrdilo i fakt, Ze naplnenie koncep-
cie trvalo udrzatelného rozvoja je tilohou pre tretie tisicro¢ie. Hlavnou prioritou
rozvojovych krajin nadalej zostdva odstrafiovanie chudoby prostrednictvom
presadenia medzindrodnych tloh na zrychlenie rozvoja vratane reformovania
dohod o medzindrodnom obchode, odpustenia dlhov a zvy3enia financnej roz-
vojovej pomoci. Naopak, rozvinuté Staty opatovne presadzovali princip ndrod-
nejzodpovednosti a v popredi ich zdujmu zostava podpora ¢innosti na ochranu
zivotného prostredia.

V ¢isle prinaSame jednak informdciu o priebehu a vysledkoch zasadania, ale
ianalyzu trendu vybranych indikatorov trvalo udrZzatelného rozvoja. Venujeme
sa vyznamu zachovania biologickej diverzity, ilohe Dohovoru o biologickej
diverzite pri zabezpecovani implementacie Agendy 21 a osobitne problematike
lesov.

Avsak skutocnost, ku ktorej sme dospeli po piatich rokoch, najvystiznejsie
vyjadruju slova talianskeho premiéra Romana Prodiho prednesené na rokovani
UNGASS: Ludstvo ako celok vyuZiva o jednu tretinu zdrojov a “ekologickyjch sluZieb”
viac ako priroda dokdZe regenerovat, r. 1992 tento deficit predstavoval iba jednu Stvrtinu.

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Rio +5

Not by accident the presented issue of the journal was entitled Rio + 5.
Undoubtedly, it was the 19th United Nations Special Session General Assembly
(23-27 June, 1997, New York) that has been the event of the year at the interna-
tional environmental forum. It was mandated to review after five years the
implementation of the ambitious commitments that the states undertook at
the United Nations Conference on Environment and Development in 1992 in
Rio de Janeiro. Those commitments have been encapsulated respectively in
Agenda 21 - action plan for sustainable development. Rio Declaration and
A non-legally binding authoritative statement of principles for a global consen-
sus on the management, conservation and sustainable development of all tvpes
of forests (The Forests Principles). Besides the three non — binding documents
Rio has brought two multilateral agreements: the Convention on Biological
Diversity and the Framework Convention on Climate Change.

At the meeting, the international community has reassured its interest to
implement the legacy of Rio, however it has been confirmed that the sustainable
development is the concept for the third millennium. Eradication of poverty by
the mean of reform of trading arrangements, debt relief and increased aid, has
remained a priority interest of the developing countries. In the contrary, the
developed countries repeatedly pursued the principle of national responsibi-
lity, giving a priority attention to addressing the environmental problems.

This issue contains the information on deliberations and results of the UN-
GASS, as well as analyses of the selected sustainable development indicators.
Attention is also given to the importance of maintaining of biological diversity,
the role of the Convention on Biological Diversity in implementation of the
Agenda 21 and to forests.

However, the reality is expressed by the words of Romano Prodi, Prime
Minister of Italy who said at the UNGASS that Today humanity as a whole uses
over one third more resources and “eco-services” than nature can regenerate. In 1992,
this ecological deficit was only one quarter.
