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Biosférické rezervacie a ich regiondlne aspekty

Program Clovek a biosféra (Man and the Biosphere) je najstarsim vedeckym progra-
mom UNESCO. Jeho hlavnou tlohou je rozvinif v rdmci prirodnych a socidlno-ekono-
mickych vied zdkladfiu na raciondlne vyuzivanie prirodnych zdrojov biosféry a zlepsit
vztah medzi clovekom a Zivotnym prostredim. Sti¢asné aktivity programu MaB maji
zabezpetit prehibenie vedomosti o ochrane ekosystémov a biologickej réznorodosti
a nasledujiice efektivne trvalo udrzatelné vyuzivanie prirodnych zdrojov v tychto
tizemiach. Tym vyrazne ovplyviiujii a formujii aj Zivot v prisludnych regiénoch.

Aktivity programu Clovek a biosféra st na Slovensku stistredené na 4 tizemia bio-
sférickych rezervicii: Slovensky kras, Polana, Vychodné Karpaty a Tatry (Vysoké).
V Ceskej republike je v sti¢asnosti tychto tizemi 6.

Vedecké projekty MaB sa stistreduju hlavne na stidium lesnych, trdvnych, vysoko-
horskych a sladkovodnych ekosystémov, ekoténov, na stidium vyvoja krajiny, socidlne
problémy, ekonomické aktivity a na vedecki vychovu. Vyuzitim vysledkov vedeckych
vyskumov sa sleduju 3 ciele:

® Zachovanie a trvalé vyuzivanie biologickej roznorodosti.

e Kvalifikované planovanie a manazment prirodnych zdrojov krajiny.

® Podpora kultirnej a etickej stranky udrZateného rozvoja tizemia.

Biosférické rezervacie UNESCO by mali byt, a v mnohych krajindch aj sii, izemiami,
kde mozno vdaka podpore Statnych organov, ale aj miestneho obyvatel'stva, demon-
Strovaf siilad ochrany prirody s jej vyuzivanim a hospodarskymi aktivitami.

V nasej krajine su bezpochyby vedecké aktivity dominantnym prvkom, ktory vy-
znamne ovplyvnil stupef, ale hlavne rozsah poznania o prirodnych danostiach tizemi
biosférickych rezervacii. VyuZitie vysledkov vedeckych vyskumov v manazérskej praxi
v3ak nie je na uspokojivej tirovni. Nedostatoéné personalne zabezpecenie, ako aj nedo-
statok finanénych a materidlnych prostriedkov na realizovanie niektorych ¢asti akénych
planov, ako i mnohé administrativno-legislativne problémy stazuju realizaciu stratégie
biosférickych rezervacii.

V niektorych krajindch je kategdria biosféricka rezervicia pojatd do zdkonnych
ustanoveni a pozicia BR v systéme tizemného clenenia je vynimocna. Na tito poziciu
sa oby¢ajne viaZe aj viestranne preferovand podpora.

Z prispevkov, ktoré pripravili sprdvcovia slovenskych biosférickych rezervacii
UNESCO, sa dozvieme o konkrétnych problémoch, ktoré sti z ich pohfadu najvicsie
a stazuji uplatfiovanie zdsad a odporticani UNESCO.

V celosvetovej sieti biosférickych rezervacii tyri slovenské neznamenaiji vela. St to
viak tizemia, ktoré reprezentujii nasu krajinu, jej vynimocné prirodné hodnoty a ich
vyuzivanie ¢lovekom. Vyhldsenim tychto tizemi za biosférické rezervacie UNESCO sa
stali castami slovenskej krajiny, o ktorych svet vie, a st tak ¢iastoéne aj jeho vlastnictvom.
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| Biosphere Reserves and their regional aspects

The program on Man and the Biosphere (MaB) is the oldest scientific program of the
UNESCO. Within the frame of natural and socio-economic sciences its main task is to
develop the base for rational utilization of natural resources of the biosphere and to
improve the relation between man and the environment. Present activities of the pro-
gram MaB are to ensure broadening of knowledge on protection of ecosystems and
biological diversity as well as effective sustainable utilization of natural resources in
these areas. That way life is also significantly influenced and formed in corresponding
regions.

The MaB activities in Slovakia are focused to four biosphere reserves: Slovak Karst/
Slovensky kras, Polana, Eastern Carpatiens/Vychodné Karpaty and Tatry (High Tatra).
In the Czech Republic there are six similar areas.

Scientific projects of the MaB program concentrate mainly to the study of forest, grass,
high mountains and fresh water ecosystems, ecotones, study of landscape evolution,
social problems, economic activities and scientific education. By application of scientific
investigation the three objectives are followed:

¢ Conservation and sustainable utilization of biological diversity.

¢ Qualified planning and management of natural resources.

¢ Support of cultural and ethical aspects of sustainable development of landscape.

The UNESCO biosphere reserves ought to be (and in many countries they also are)
areas where —due to the support of state administration, as well as local population —the
harmony of nature protection, its utilization and economic activities can be demon-
strated.

In our country the scientific activities have significantly influenced the level and
extent of knowledge of natural settings of the biosphere reserves. But application of
results of scientific research in management practice is not satisfactory. Insufficient
personal conditions, as well as a lack of financial and material support for realization
of certain parts of action plans, as well as several administrative-legislative problems
render difficult realization of the biosphere reserve strategy.

In several countries the category of biosphere reserve is included to legislation and
position of the biosphere reserves in the system of territorial administrative units is
exceptional.

From the contributions prepared by the administrators of Slovak UNESCO biosphere
reserves we get knowledge of concrete and most serious problems that make more
difficult, to apply UNESCO measures and recommendations.

In the world network of biosphere reserves the four Slovak ones do not mean much.
However, from the viewpoint of unique natural conditions and land utilization they
represent our country. By declaring these areas as UNESCO biosphere reserves they
became a part of Slovak landscape that is world-wide known and which also became to
be partly also the world’s property.
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
