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Margindlne uzemia

Marginalny znamena okrajovy. Ak uvazujeme o konkrétnom tizemi a fu-
doch, ktori v iom Ziji, moZze byt marginalne z réznych pohladov. Na okraji
(hranici tatu), ale i na okraji zaujmu spolocnosti. Povodne sme sa cheeli za-
meraf len na tizemia pri hraniciach CR a SR, teda na pohranitné regiény.
Ukazalo sa viak, Ze marginalita tizemia je problematika ovela $irsia. Nie je to
problematika nova, dlhodobejsie sa tiahne dejinami spolotnosti i vyvoja osid-
lenia. V kazdej historickejetape sa menili jej sivislosti, prejavy, izemny rozsah
iekonomicky, socidlny, socidlno-kultirny a civilizatny obsah. MoZzno ju chapat
i v zmysle periférnej priestorovej pozicie tizemia ¢i sidla. Marginalita zahffia
spektrum problémov, od ekonomickych a geografickych cez kultirne, socidlne
a historické az po politickeé.

Vyraznejie sa problém marginality opat objavuje na Slovenskui v CR v sii-
vislosti s transformaciou spoloénosti po r. 1989. ZvicSuje sa pocet marginal-
nych tzemi, narastaji ich ekonomické a socidlne problémy, vzrastaji
ekonomické naklady na ich rieSenie.

Ale na druhej strane, niektorym byvalym margindlnym tizemiam pri Stat-
nych hraniciach sa po pade Zeleznej opony otvorili nové rozvojové moznosti.
Rozvojové trendy sti viak zviéSa ndhodné, pocituje sa potreba koncepénejsich
rieSeni. V sticasnosti nie je dopracovana ani koncepcia regionalneho rozvoja,
tobdz rozvoja marginalnych tizemi.

Azda najvyrazneSie sa izemna marginalita prejavuje v polnohospodarskej
vyrobe. V minulosti bolo v CR i SR polnohospodarstvo lokalizované aj v ob-
lastiach, ktoré nemali prirodzené predpoklady na tito vyrobu. Na zaklade
pddnoekologickych podmienok sa Casto tieto oblasti nazyvaju okrajovymi,
marginalnymi. Na Slovensku predstavuje rozloha takychto marginalnych ob-
lasti skoro polovicu vymery polnohospodarskeho podneho fondu.

Marginalne tizemia nie st len problémom Slovenska. V Eurépskej tinii sa
viak nehovori o marginalnych tizemiach, ale o znevyhodnenych oblastiach
(napr. z hladiska poInohospodarstva, nadmorskej vysky a pod.) a o nerovno-
mernom rozvoji regiénov. Trend vyrovnavania rozdielov vyplyvajucich z ne-
rovnomerného rozvoja jednotlivich regiénov je jednou z priorit regionalnej
politiky EU. Cielom je trvalo udrZatelny rozvoj marginalnych tizemi.
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Marginal Regions

“Marginal” means also “peripheral”. When considering the particular ter-
ritory and its inhabitants, the marginality can be considered from the different
viewpoints - on the state border as well as on the margin of the state (society)
interest. Originally we wanted to focus only to the border regions in the Czech
and Slovak Republics. It appeared that the marginality is much broader pro-
blem then thought before. The marginality is of the same age as the history of
human society and development of its settlements. In each of the historical
epochs its continuity, manifestation and territorial extent have been changed
as well as its economic, social, cultural and civilisationcontent. The marginality
can be considered also as the spatial position of a territory or settlement on
a periphery. It implies spectrum of problems from economicand geographical
up to cultural, social, historical and political.

In the Czech and Slovak Republics the problem of marginality appears
markedly again in the period of the society transformation after the year
1989. The number of marginal regions increases, as well as economicand social
problems and expenses spent to their solution.

On the other hand some of the former marginal territoriesare facing the new
developmental stimuli after the fall of the iron curtain. But the developmental
trends are mostly incidental, the application of conceptual measuresis needed.
At present the conception of regional development s still not worked out, not
even that of the development of marginal regions.

Maybe the territorial marginality is the most markedly manifested in the
agricultural production. In the past the agriculture was localised also in the
areas of unfavourable natural conditions. These areas are called marginal (pe-
ripheral) also on a base of soil-ecological conditions. In Slovakia the extent of
these regions represents almost half of the agricultural land.

The marginal regions are not only the problem of Slovakia. In the European
Union these areas are usually denoted as less favoured (e.g. from the aspect of
agricultural production) and they say about the unbalanced development of
regions. The trend to balance differences resulting from the unéven develop-
ment of individual regions is one of the priorities of the EU regional policy
aiming to reach sustainable development of marginal regions.
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
