Dokazeme zachovat jedine¢né hodnoty kultirnej krajiny i stabilizovat
v nej obyvatelstvo s jeho duchovnym Zivotom? Kazdé historické obdobie
vtlaca krajine 3pecificki pecat, preto aj vytvorené fenomény kultirnej
krajiny si rozne a jedinecné pre tii-ktord krajinu.

Snaha zachovat diverzitu druhov organizmov, ekosystémov a krajiny
vobec by mala viest aj k zachovaniu kultirnej diverzity narodov a kultir
- zachovaniu materidlnych a duchovnych hodnéti k zachovaniu vetkych
narodov a narodnosti. Rast velkomiest, milionové aglomeracie st tiez ,kul-
tirnou” diverzitou, ktord je spojend s priliSnym tlakom na prirodné prostre-
die. Kultirne tradicie treba hladat a udrziavat vo vsetkych podobdch. Naj-
zachovanejsie lokality spolu s historickymi objektmi uchovat ako svedkov
kulttiry a spdsobu Zivota v minulosti. Historické krajinné struktiry spdjaji
dimenziu umu nasich predkov a citlivého zaobchddzania s prirodnymi hod-
notami. Vécsia pozornost by sa mala upriamit aj na takéto hodnoty a v tomto
duchu rozsirovat lokality zapisané v Zozname svetového kultirneho
a prirodného dedicstva. Nemali by to byt len architektonické skvosty, ale
aj tradicné formy vyuzivania pody v kazdej krajine, kde sa prelina predo-
vietkym prirodny a kultirny aspekt. U nds je to napriklad vinohradnicka,
li¢no-pasienkovad, rybnikdrska krajina a pod., ktoré su typické pre ti-ktord
oblast, ale pritom nie je to ,div sveta“. V mnohom méze napomoct aj pri-
pravované pristipenie k Eurépskemu dohovoru o krajine.

V tomto cisle casopisu Zivotné prostredie poukazujeme na problémy
spojené so zachovanim osobitosti, ktoré suvisia s tradicnym vyuzivanim
pody, tradicnym spésobom Zivota a tradi¢nou kultiirou, st teda spojené
so zachovanim diverzity v najsirSsom zmysle. Je na nas, aby sme uchopili
odkaz predkov do svojich ruk a zabezpecili mu tak pretrvdvanie aj do
dal3ieho tisicrocia v duchu zachovania tradi¢nych hodnét jednotlivych
narodov v jednotnej Eurépe, nielen bez hranic, ale aj s jednotnym mysle-
nim a nazeranim na problémy.

Will we
manage the unique values of cultural landscape and stabilize the inhabi-
tants with their spiritual life? Each historical period imprints the specific
seal on the landscape, so the created phenomena of cultural landscape
are different and unique for the given country.

The effort to conserve the diversity of organisms, ecosystems, and
landscape ought to lead also to conservation of cultural diversity of nati-
ons and cultures - to conservation of material and spiritual values as well
as to conservation of all nations and nationalities. Growth of cities and
agglomerations with millions of inhabitants is also “cultural” diversity
connected with excessive pressure on natural environment. Cultural tra-
ditions ought to be searched and maintain in all their shapes so that there
can be preserved the most conserved localities together with historical
objects as the witnesses of culture and a manner of living in the past.
Historical landscape structures connect the dimension of intelligence of
our forefathers and sensitive treatment with natural values. More intensi-
ve attention should be paid also to such kind of values and in this sense
widen the sites listed in the List of World Cultural and Natural Heritage.
They should not be only architectonical gems but also traditional forms of
land use in each country where the natural and cultural aspect are over-
lapped. For example in our country it is winegrowing, grassland-pasture,
fishpond etc. landscape typical for the given area but it is not “a wonder
of the world”. Also the prepared access to European Convention on the
Landscape can help in many aspects.

In this issue of the Journal Zivotné prostredie we point at the prob-
lems connected with conservation of peculiarities connected with traditi-
onal land use, traditional way of living, and traditional culture - they are
connected with conservation of diversity in the widest sense. It is on us to
handle the heritage of our forefathers and ensure its surviving also in the
next millennium in the spirit of traditional values conservation of single
nations in the united Europe - in Europe not only without frontiers but
also with uniform thinking and attitude to the problems.
