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Globdlne environmentailne problémy
(energetika v suvislosti s klimatickou zmenou)

Globiélne problémy sa v priebehu ostatnych desatrodi stavaji predmetom ¢o-
raz intenzivnejsieho vedeckého badania. Osobitnd, a ¢oraz vyznamnejsiu kategé-
riu predstavuju problémy, ktoré suvisia s globalnym ohrozenim Zivotného pros-
tredia, ¢iZe globélne environmentilne problémy. Vyznamne sa na nich podielaju
problémy stivisiace s globdlnou zmenou klimy hroziace fatdlnymi nasledkami pre
Tudstvo i celd biosféru.

Globdlne zmeny zivotného prostredia prebiehaju s oraz vdc¢Sou intenzitou
a dynamikou. Negativne, ni¢ivé, a neraz tragické dosledky tychto zmien su coraz
caste]sm a hrozivejsie. Globdlne zmeny Zivotného prostredla sa stdvaju sucastou
verejnej diskusie a globalnej polltlcke] agendy, a tak coraz viac ovplyvniuju prie-
beh i charakter ekonomickych, politickych a bezpecnostnych procesov.

Na Summite Zeme v Riu de Janeiro (1992) vicsina delegdacii kladne prijala
Rémcovy dohovor OSN o klimatickej zmene (FCCC), malokto v3ak tusil, Ze s ra-
tifikdciou jeho vykonavacich dokumentov budu také problémy, ako je to v sticas-
nosti v pripade Kjotskeho protokolu. Zda sa, ze v pozadi nie je ani tak otdzka
zmiernenia rychlosti globalneho oteplovania, ale najmi to, ako mézu zo vzniknu-
tej situdcie ekonomicky a politicky taZit niektoré vplyvné krajiny alebo zaujmové
skupiny. Umyselne sa obchadzajii nézory vedcov, pretoze ti maju k problematike
globdlneho oteplovania viac-menej zhodné stanovisko, tazi sa z nedostatocnej in-
formovanosti Sirokej verejnosti, ako aj z mienkotvorného, resp. politického vply-
vu niektorych lobistickych skupin. Nezriedka sme svedkami medidlnej prezentd-
cie odlidnych stanovisk niektorych vedeckych pracovnikov, pricom je zrejmé, ze
ich vyskum na spochybnenie FCCC sa podporuje prave z prostriedkov tych sku-
pin, ktoré bagatelizuju, ¢i dokonca zaznavaju potrebu redukcie emisie skleniko-
vych plynov do atmosféry, lebo by to ohrozilo ich bezprostredné zaujmy.

Skutocnost je vsak takd, ze v sticasnosti sa dostdva do atmosféry nad priro-
dzenu turoven okolo 9 mld. t uhlika, predovietkym zo spalovania fosilnych paliv
v energetike, priemysle a doprave. Podstatni ¢ast tejto emisie predstavuje CO,.
Menej znamy je fakt, Ze emisia CO, je na Zemi velmi nerovnomerne rozlozena. Je
zrejmé, ze predovietkym priemyseine najrozvinutejsie krajiny by mali zefektivnit
vyuzivanie fosilnych paliv, alebo ich nahradit inymi energetickymi zdrojmi. Mali
by zredukovat nadbytocnu spotrebu energie a tiez poméoct rozvojovym krajindm,
aby nemuseli prekonat etapu extenzivneho vyuzivania fosilnych paliv.
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Global environmental problems
(energetics in connection with climatic change)

During the last decades, global problems become a subject of intensive
scientific research. Those connected with global threat of the environment,
i.e. global environmental problems, are a special category. The most discus-
sed is the global climatic change that threatens mankind and the whole bio-
sphere with fatal consequences.

Global environmental changes appear with increasing intensity and dy-
namics. Destroying and often tragic consequences of the changes are more
frequent and menacing. Global environmental changes become a part of public
discussion and global agenda and they influence the course and character of
economic, political and safety processes.

At the Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro (1992), the majority of delegations
accepted the Framework Convention of UN on Climatic Change (FCCC) but
hardly anybody did anticipate that with ratification of its executing docu-
ments the problems, such as with the Kyoto protocol, appeared. It seems that
in the background, the question does not stand how to reduce the speed of
global warming, but how certain influential countries and interest groups
can economically and politically profit from it. Opinions of scientists are in-
tentionally eluded, because their opinion is more-less in a general consensus.
It is benefited from low public awareness and from opinion-forming influen-
ce of certain lobby groups. We are frequently witnesses of presentation of
different attitudes of scientists and it is evident that their research to cast
doubt upon FCCC is supported just by those groups that aim to minimize or
deprecate the need to reduce the greenhouse gases emission into the atmo-
sphere because it could endanger their direct interests.

The fact is that at present about 9 billion tons of carbon is emitted into the
atmosphere above the natural level, mainly from combustion of fossil fuels in
energetics, industry and transport. The CO, constitutes majority of this emis-
sion. It is less known that the emissions of CO, are irregularly distributed on
the Earth. It is evident that mainly the industrially most developed countries
should strive to improve efficiency of use of fossil fuels or substitute them by
other energy sources. These countries should reduce their excessive energy
consumption and in the same time they should help developing countries to
skip a period of extensive use of fossil resources and to adopt directly mo-
dern energy concepts.
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
