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Uzemi se specifickym rezimem
- omezeni zpusobil vyuZivani krajiny

V predstavach laikii i odborniki se usadila vize jakési normalni tra-
diéni krajiny. S takovym obrazem obvykle splyva venkovskd scenerie se
zastavbou obklopenou mozaikou poli, luk a lesti, pfipadné vodnich
ploch. Jistou, ale prece jen hojnou vyjimkou z tohoto schématu predsta-
vuji urbanizované oblasti, kde zdstavba hraje dominantni roli. Presto
vSak existuji krajiny, kde pattern soucasného vyuziti skryva dalsi funk-
ce, které mohou béznému pohledu unikat, a pfesto osud dzemi vyrazné
ovliviiuji. Bezesporu k nim patii chranénd dzemi pfirody, stavebni prv-
ky tzemnich systémii ekologické stability — biocentra, biokoridory
a interakéni prvky, tizemi se specifickym rezimem dle mezindrodnich
dohod, napf. biosférické rezervace, ramsarské lokality, lokality NATU-
RA 2000 a objekty svétového dédictvi, ddle pak chranénd uzemi piirod-
nich zdrojli, chrdnénd pamatkova tzemi a objekty. Méné napadné jsou
lovecké a rybaiské reviry, ale také tizemi s dochovdvanym genofondem.
Reprezentuji ty casti krajiny, které je nutno zachovat nejen pro jejich
krasu a krajinny rdz, ale také pro rozmanitost druhu a pfirodnich pod-
minek. VétSina z téchto tizemi je vyclenéna na zdkladé legislativnich
predpist, které usmérnuji i omezuji jejich vyuzivani. Viechny viak vy-
zaduji specidlni péci a management, protoze jejich hodnota se muize
velice rychle narusit i zni¢it.

Do druhé rozsahlé skupiny patii tizemi s vyskytem rtznych streso-
vych faktort. Omezené moznosti vyuzivani zpasobuje naptiklad seizmicka
ohrozenost tizemi, radonové riziko, radioaktivita, elektromagneticky smog,
znecisténé vody, degradované puidy, imisné poskozend vegetace i hlukova
zatéz, v extrémnich pripadech dochdzi az k opousténi téchto tzemi.

Specifickym pfipadem jsou zdény, které se v krajiné vymezuji jednak
na ochranu jejich tizemi pred poskozenim, jednak jako prostor potencial-
niho vlivii stresovych faktord. Jsou to napriklad zény stavebnich uzavér
pro dila infrastruktury, obcanské i vefejné vystavby. Zvlastnim rezimem
se vyznacuji stavajici i opusténé vojenské vycvikové prostory, arealy vy-
¢lenéné pro téZbu surovin, a také periferni oblasti. Vesmés jde o plochy
velice rozmanitého tvaru, velikosti a statutu, v mnoha pfipadech jsou zde
zdkonem regulovany aktuadlni i potencidlni lidské ¢innosti.

Uz z tohoto vyctu je ziejmé, Ze jsou to co do poétu i rozlohy vyznamné
lokality. Vime vlastné, jaky je jejich soucasny stav a co se v nich odehra-
va? Alespon do nékterych z téchto tizemi 1ze nahlédnout prosttednictvim
predloZenych pfispévka.

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Areas with specific regime
— limitation of land-use

A vision of a normal traditional landscape - country scenery with
buildings surrounded by the mosaic of fields, forests and water areas
exists in imagination of laypersons and specialists. Urbanized areas con-
stitute a frequent exception of this scheme, where buildings play
a dominant role. In spite of this there are areas where the pattern of the
present use includes further functions, which can escape our attention,
but which affect the fate of the area. They are protected areas of nature,
building elements of the ecological network — biocentres, biocorridors
and interaction elements, areas with specific regime according to inter-
national conventions as biosphere reserves, Ramsar sites, sites of NA-
TURA 2000 and objects of world heritage, protected areas of natural
resources, protected areas and objects of historical monuments. Less
striking are hunting and fishing areas, as well as those with a reared
gene pool. They represent those landscape parts, which ought to be pro-
tected not only for their beauty and landscape character but also for the
diversity of species and natural conditions. The majority of them are
separated on the basis of legislative rules directing and limiting their
use. However, they all need a specific care and management, because
their value can be rapidly disturbed and destroyed.

The second large group covers the areas with occurrence of different
stress (risk) factors. Limited use is caused for example by seismic endan-
germent of the area, radon hazard, radioactivity, electromagnetic smog,
polluted waters, degraded soils, vegetation damaged by emissions, noise,
in extreme conditions the area is abandoned.

The zones separated for their protection against damage or as the spa-
ce of potential influence of stress factors represent a specific case. They
are for example construction enclosures for objects of infrastructure, civil
and public buildings. The existing and abandoned military training are-
as, areas for mining of raw materials, as well as peripheral areas are un-
der a special regime. Altogether they are areas with various shape, vo-
lume and status, in many cases there are actual and potential human ac-
tivities regulated by law.

From the above mentioned is evident that they are significant locali-
ties as to their extent and number. Do we know what is their present state
and what happens there? The presented contributions provide some idea
about them.
