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Historické parky ako objekty kultury
a zahradného umenia

Priroda je velkym tvorcom hodnot a rozmanitych foriem Zivota,
clovek je stavitelom tucelovych objektov, fudskych pribytkov, ale aj tvor-
com vytvarnych a umeleckych diel.

Historické parky a zahrady su vydarenymi hybridmi prvkov pri-
rodného bohatstva a vytvarného umenia. Od pradavna boli uzitko-
vym priestorom, prirodnou lekdrnou a estetizujiicou sicastou hud-
skych pribytkov, honosnych kralovskych a slachtickych palacov.
Vytvarali ich ludia s citom pre krasu auctu k prirode. A budovali
ich pre ludi, na poteSenie ich duse, odpocinok, kultiru i esteticky
zazitok, niekedy aj ako prejav lasky.

Historické zdhrady a parky maju typologické a kompozi¢né zna-
ky, ktorymi sa navzajom odlisuji. Reprezentuji konkrétny dobovy
zahradny, resp. parkovy umelecky sloh, podobne ako diela architek-
tiry, sochdrstva ¢i vytvarného umenia, ktorymi st vyrazne obohate-
né. Casto v nich nechyba dynamicky prvok, akym je voda.

V barokovych zdhraddch a parkoch dominuju cielavedome roz-
miestnené dreviny, kroviny i kvety vo svojej premenlivej forme
a nddhere, ¢asto tvarované a vysadené do symetrickych priestorovych
obrazcov. Kontrast i sulad su ich typické znaky. Novsie prirodné kra-
jindrske parky sa vyznacuja volnostou, prirodzenymi tvarmi
a pohodou.

Historické parky a zdhrady sa Zivymi svedkami minulosti ako ob-
jekty kultdry, histdrie a dobového zahradného umenia. Dnes vzbudzu-
ju obdiv i dctu a ich tvorcom, ale aj citlivym uzivatelom a kultivovanym
podporovatelom patri uznanie. St ale zaroven objektmi sticasného Zivot-
ného prostredia, ktoré ponika nielen vydobytky pocitacovych techno-
légii, ale aj zachované diela predkov, ich umu a Sikovnych rik premiet-
nuté do parkovej architektiiry. Z novsieho pohladu predstavuju histo-
rické parky a zahrady aj bohaty genofond kultirnych rastlin, resp. rastlin
prenesenych do kultirnych objektov. Su tiez priestorom usmerneného
i prirodzeného sustredenia zivych zloZiek prirody.

Historické parky a zdhrady oprdvnene patria do starostlivosti UNESCO,
pravidld ich ochrany a obnovy sti obsiahnuté v Aténskej charte.

Ceskd i Slovenskd republika st bohaté na diela historickej zahrad-
nej a parkovej architektiry. To je dovodom pribliZit aspon niektoré
z nich aj citatelom Zivotného prostredia.

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Historical parks as buildings of culture
and landscape gardening

Nature is a great creator of values and various life forms; man is
the builder of practical buildings, human dwellings as well as the
creator of visual and artistic works. Historical parks and gardens
are excellent hybrids of the elements of natural richness and visual
arts. They were functional space, natural pharmacy and aestheti-
zing component of human dwellings, palatial royal and aristocratic
palaces. Men created them with sense for beauty and reverence for
nature. And they were built for people, for joy to their spirit, rest,
culture as well as aesthetic experience, sometime as a display of
affection.

Historical parks and gardens have distinguishing typological and
compositional signs. They present a particular historical garden or park
artistic style, similarly as the works of architecture, sculpture or visual
arts. Frequently appears a dynamical element - water.

In Baroque gardens and parks dominate the purposively distribu-
ted trees, shrubs and flowers in variable form and splendour, frequ-
ently formed and planted into symmetric spatial figures. Contrast and
harmony are their typical signs. Recent natural landscape parks are
characterized by openness, natural shape and well-being.

Historical parks and gardens are the living witnesses of the past
as the buildings of culture, history and period landscape garde-
ning. Today they excite admiration and command respect and their
creators as well as sensible users and cultivated supporters deser-
ve credit. At the same time they are the buildings in the environ-
ment offering not only the accomplishments of computer techno-
logies but also the conserved works of our forefathers, their intel-
lect and dexterous fingers. Historical parks and gardens present
also a rich gene pool of cultivated or relocated plants. They are also
the space of directed and natural concentration of the live compo-
nents of nature.

Historical parks and gardens are under the care of UNESCO; the
rules of their protection and restoration are comprehended in the
Athens Charter.

The Czech and Slovak Republic are rich in historical garden and
park architecture. It is the reason to bring closer some of them also to
the readers of the revue Zivotné prostredie.
