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Globalizace kultury - hrozba nebo nadéje?

Uzce sociologicka interpretace procesu globalizace sugeruje predstavu, ze
kultura se poprvé stavd planetarnim, na prirodé jakoby nezavislym systémem,
jehoz hlavnimi problémy jsou ekonomické, politické, mordlni a legislativni otdz-
ky. To ovSem zakryva minimalné tfi ekologicky dilezité skutecnosti. 1. globalni je
a musi byt pouze biosféra, tj. systém, ktery clovéka vytvoril a s nimz jeho konzer-
vativni organismus ziistavd sourody; 2. kultura neni pokracovanim pfirozené evo-
luce zZivota, nybrz protipfirodnim systémem expanze naseho biologického druhu;
3. kultura jako umeéld struktura, existenéné zavisla na pfirodé, bude nucena bio-
sfére také ustupovat, respektovat a zachovat mnohé prirozené ekosystémy a druhy.

K prvnimu problému. Biosféra je otevieny systém vyzivovany sluneéni ener-
gil, ktery si podminky svého vyvoje reguluje do znacné miry sam. Zivé organismy,
které globalizujici se kultura hubi asi desettisickrat az stotisickrat rychleji, nez by
vymiraly pfirozené, maji pro jeji docasnou existenci nenahraditelnou hodnotu.
Pokud je zni¢ime, nikdy uz nevzniknou znovu. Proto nikoli kultura, ale biosféra
je celoplanetarnim systémem s dlouhodobym vzestupnym vyvojem v case.

K druhému problému. Casto se pfipomind, co globalizace pfindsi ¢lovéku,
ekonomickému podnikani, Sifeni informaci a technologii, ale o podstaté, misté
aroli kultury v pfirodé se nediskutuje. Zakryva se fakt, ze je to fyzicky systém
vytvareny druhové sobeckou aktivitou naseho biologického druhu. Tento sys-
tém zahrnuje duchovni, organiza¢ni i vécné slozky a ve vysoce uspofadané bio-
sféfe se nemiize rozsirovat jinak, nez na ukor niceni a snizovani integrity zivo-
ta. Zastira se fakt, Ze také kultura musi mit svou ekologickou niku, kterou ziska-
va jen zcizenim, omezenim a kontrolou mista, ptivodné obsazeného prirozenymi
ekosystémy.

K tfetimu problému. Nikoli kultura, nybrz biosféra je nedélitelnd. Zivot na
Zemi musi ziistat spojity a integrovany, protoze zadnd forma zivota véetné clove-
ka nemuze dlouhodobé existovat bez informacniho a funkéniho propojent s jeho
celkem. Kultura vznikla nesrovnatelné pozdéji nez biosféra a rychlym vytvare-
nim zdanlivé priznivych podminek pro ¢lovéka, bohuzel, zhorSuje zivotni pod-
minky vSem ostatnim formdm Zivota. Jeji prostorovou expanzi i silnou ekonomic-
kou integraci bude nezbytné v zdjmu lidského pfeziti omezit. Zamérné usili
o biofilni transformaci kultury, o co nejslabsi ekonomickou, technologickou
a informacni integraci, nemusi vSak znamenat ztratu spolecenské perspektivy.
Plati-li predpoklad, Zze vdechno kvalitativné vy3si je nutné slabsi a zranitelnéjsi,
pak dnesni poSkozovani zivota kulturou je planetarnim ditkazem, ze kultura —
v rozporu s tradiénimi pfedstavami — neni skutecnosti vyssi a organizacné slozi-
téjSi nez priroda. Je, naopak, strukturné jednodussi, a proto viici zivotu lokalné
silnéjsi a destruktivni. Véfime proto, Ze proces nynéjsi spontanni globalizace kul-
tury konecné pripravuje nastup epochy kultury biofilni, dlouhodobé mozné. Uvaz-
liva evropska hospodarska, politicka a legislativni integrace by mohla byt soucas-
ti zrodu tohoto nového celoplanetarniho procesu.

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Culture globalization - threat or hope?

Narrow sociological interpretation of the process of globalization suggests the
idea of culture becoming planetary, quasi independent system on nature, where the
main problems are of economic, political, moral and legislative basis. But three
ecologically important facts are hidden: 1. only the biosphere is and must be global,
i.e. system that created the human being and its conservative mechanisms is homo-
genous with him; 2. culture is not the continuation of natural life evolution but
rather it is an anti-natural system of expansion of our biological species; 3. culture
as an artificial structure, existentionally dependent on nature, will be forced to yield
to biosphere, to respect and conserve many natural ecosystems and species.

To the first problem. The biosphere is an open system maintained by sun energy
that partially regulates the conditions of its evolution independently. Living orga-
nisms, which are destroyed by globalizing culture ten thousand times to hundred
thousand times quicker than they would be extinct by a natural way, have irrepla-
ceable existential value for culture. If we destroy them they never arise again.
Therefore biosphere, not culture, is the planetary system with long-term gradual
development in time.

To the second problem. Often is mentioned what globalization means for man,
economy, entrepreneurship, spread of information and technologies, though the-
re is no discussion about the basis, place and role of culture in nature. The fact
that it is a physical system created by the egoistic activity of our biological species
is covered up. This system includes spiritual, organizational as well as material
components and in the well-ordered biosphere it cannot be spread in other way
than only to the detriment of destruction and decrease of integrity of life. The fact
that also culture has to have its own ecological niche gained by limitation and
control of the area primarily occupied by natural ecosystems is covered up, too.

To the third problem. Never culture, rather the biosphere is indivisible. Life on
the Earth must be joint and integrated because no form of life including man can
exist without informational and function connection with its whole. Culture arose
much later than the biosphere and rapid creation of virtually positive conditions for
man, unfortunately, aggravates the life conditions for other forms of life. It will be
unavoidable to limit its spatial expansion and strong economic integration in the
interest of human existence. The purposeful effort of biophilous transformation of
culture by the possible slightest economical, technological and information integra-
tion doesn’t mean the loss of social perspective. If is valid the presumption, that
everything qualitatively higher is essentially weaker and vulnerable, then the pre-
sent destruction of life by culture is the planetary evidence that culture - in contra-
diction with traditional comprehension - is not really higher and organizationally
complicated than nature. On the contrary it is structurally simpler and therefore
locally stronger and life destructive. So we believe that the process of spontaneous
globalization of culture prepares the start of the next age of biophilous culture. The
deliberate European economical, political and legislative integration could be the

part of the initiation of this new planetary-wide process. .
