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Rozvoj mesta

Mesto - to je zivy organizmus, priestor pre beznych obyvatelov, ktori
v nom pracuju, byvaju, oddychuju, ale aj pre navstevnikov prichadzaju-
cich objavovat zaujimavé miesta.

Mesto - priestor prehusteny mnozstvom sieti, domov, objektov, po-
zmenenej prirody. Mozno tu ndjst este zvysky povodnych ekosystémov,
ale aj r6zne nepovodné druhy, ruderdlne spolocenstva a cely rad umelo
vysadenych rastlin.

Mesto - ¢o sa vlastne od neho ocakdva? Akym smerom ho treba for-
movat? Tvdr naSich miest sa v poslednom obdobi velmi rychlo meni. Pri-
budaji nové stavby, impozantnejsie ako predchadzajuce. Kazda doba za-
nechdva v meste svoju pecat.

Co by bolo potrebne pre mesto urobit? Aka je dimenzia vyuzitia su-
¢asného mesta, ¢o sa este zmesti do jeho utrob? Aké ponaucenie by si
mali sti¢asnici zobraf z histérie? Snad vo vietkych vicsich mestach prob-
lémy sposobuje doprava, ¢asto az zivelna nova vystavba, alebo aj zahusto-
vanie zastavanych priestorov a ubytok ploch sidelnej vegetacie.

Na najvysSej urovni pri rozvoji mesta stoji jeho tizemny plan. I napriek
pripomienkovaniu casto vznikaju pri jeho schvalovani strety medzi urba-
nistami a obyvatel'mi. Urbanisti vidia rozvoj mesta predovsetkym v zaplnani
voInych priestorov a ob¢ania by uprednostnili zachovanie ¢o i len mensich
travnatych ploch s lavickami a stromami. Mnohi obyvatelia st ale do znac-
nej miery pasivni, pokial’ sa ich problém nedotyka. Maju aktivisti dostatok
argumentov i energie na zvratenie urcitych neziaducich tendencii v meste?
Hlasy odbornikov v spornych otdzkach ¢asto chybaji. Stalo by za uvazenie
vytvorit okrem hlavného architekta aj funkciu hlavného ekologa mesta.

Jednym z dolezitych argumentov, preco plochy sidelnej vegetacie zacho-
vat, je ich nesporny vyznam pri znizovani ucinkov klimatickej zmeny
a zabezpecovani ekologickych funkcii v meste. Je to aj priestor na oddych
a Sportovanie, a v neposlednom rade je tu aj jeho kultirnohistoricka hod-
nota. Legislativne predpisy, ¢i uz je to zakon o ochrane prirody a krajiny,
zakon o pamiatkovom fonde, zakon o vodach, o lesoch a pod., chrdnia len
mimoriadne hodnoty mesta, ktorych, paradoxne, neustdle ubuda.
V Bratislave sme svedkami toho, ze na zaklade zaniku predmetu ochrany
sa rusia chranené arealy priamo v centre mesta. Azda najvhodnej$im argu-
mentom na zachranu ,zelenych” ploch je tizemny systém ekologickej sta-
bility, ktory vymedzuje biocentrd, biokoridory, interakéné plochv a aj ge-
nofondové lokahtv KedZe mnohé z tychto prvkov nie su prepojené na ochra-
nu, ich postaveme sa casto meni v prospech intenzivnejsieho vyuzitia.

Kam smerujes mesto? Zachovaju sa tvoje historické, prirodné, ale aj
duchovné hodnoty? Alebo je to predzvest teku z mesta...

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Urban development

Town - it is a living organism, a space for people working, living, res-
ting there as well as for the visitors coming to discover interesting places.

Town - a space full with dense networks, houses, objects, changed
nature. There can be found the remnants of primary ecosystems as well
as different introduced species, ruderal communities and a row of man-
planted plants.

Town - what is expected from it? How ought to form it? In the last years
the shape of our towns rapidly changes. New buildings are on the increase,
more imposing than the formers ones. Each period leaves its own imprint.

What would be necessary to do for the town? What is the dimension
of the present use of tuhe town, what can get into it? What lesson should
be drawn from the history? Perhaps in all bigger towns the traffic, often
uncontrolled new building or concentrated build-up areas and loss of
settlement vegetation cause problems.

On the highest level in urban development is its territorial plan. During
its approval often comes to collision between urbanists and inhabitants. Ac-
cording to urbanists urban development is mainly to build-up all free spaces
and people would prefer the conservation of the smallest grassy areas with
benches and trees. But many of them are rather passive as the problem does
not touch them. Have the activists enough arguments and energy to turn
certain undesirable tendencies in towns? Voice of specialists in disputed qu-
estions often absents. It would be worthwile besides the function of chief
architect to create the function of the town's chief ecologist, too.

An important argument, why the areas of settlement vegetation have
to be conserved, is their indisputable significance in diminisginh the ef-
fects of climate change and ensuring the ecological functions in the town.
It is a space for resting and sport, and not at least here is its cultural-
historical value. Legislative rules — act on nature protection and landsca-
pe, act on monuments, act on waters, forests etc. protect the permanently
diminished extra values of the town. In Bratislava we are the witnesses
that because of extinction of the objects of protection are abolished the
protected areas in the centre of the town. Perhaps the most suitable argu-
ments to protect the ,green” areas is the territorial system of ecological
stability (ecological network) limiting the biocentres, biocorridors, inte-
raction areas as well as gene-pool sites. Because many of these elements
are not connected with protection, their position is frequently changed in
favour of more intensive use.

Town where are you going? Will be your historical, natural as well as
spiritual values conserved? Or it is the omen of escape from the town...
