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Sidliska a zZivotné prostredie

Spolocensko-ekonomicka situacia po druhej svetovej vojne spojena s nedo-
statkom hygienicky vyhovujtcich a dostatocne vybavenych bytov, spolu s roz-
vojom novych stavebnych technoldgii v druhej polovici 20. storo¢ia, umoznila
uskutocnit rozsiahlu vystavbu sidlisk. Mnohi obyvatelia eurépskych krajin zis-
kali vys$si Standard byvania stvisiaci s kvalitnejsim zivotnym prostredim. Vo
viacerych postsocialistickych krajinach obyva v stcasnosti sidliska vyznamny
podiel obyvatelov miest. Dodnes urcuju sidliska vo vacsine strednych a velkych
miest Ceska a Slovenska zdkladny charakter podmienok ovplyviujacich kvalitu
zivota vyznamnej Casti ich populacie. Vac¢sina miest v snahe skvalitiiovat obyt-
né prostredie neprijala radikdlne rieSenia v podobe burania (najma panelovych)
sidlisk. Najviac deklarovanymi nastrojmi na eliminaciu niektorych negativnych
dosahov foriem urbanizmu socialistického obdobia a najmé nekvalitnej realiza-
cie mnohych sidlisk sa stali revitalizacia, rehabilitacia a humanizacia prostredia
tohto priestoru. Niektoré projekty sa podarilo tispesne realizovat, avsak celko-
vo menej uspesna premena sidlisk bola aj dosledkom nedokonalého systému
tzemného planovania, pripadne urcitej zotrvacnosti v uplatiiovani tizemnopla-
novacich koncepcii sidel pretrvavajtcich z predchadzajiiceho obdobia.

Jednou z kIta¢ovych tém pri rieSeni premien sidlisk sa stalo zivotné prostre-
die, ktoré je otazkou vztahov medzi celostne ponimanym I'udskym Zivotom a
celostne ponimanym okolim cloveka. Z hladiska tychto vztahov je mozné ¢love-
ka chapat ako systém urcitych narokov a potrieb prejavujtcich sa na biologickej,
socialno-ekonomickej a kulttrnej iirovni. Okolie vo vztahu k ¢loveku — obyvate-
Tovi sidliska — predstavuje systém moznosti a predpokladov uspokojit tieto na-
roky. V tomto ponimani problematika Zivotného prostredia ma strukttaru funkc-
ného problému. MozZné tspesné rieSenia pri skvalitiiovani zivotného prostredia
na sidliskach spocivaju najméa v oblasti funkénych vztahov.

Monotematicky zamerané cislo casopisu venované zivotnému prostrediu
obyvatelov sidlisk sa stustreduje nielen na viaceré aspekty vyvoja a na funkcné
problémy stcasnych sidlisk, ale poktisa sa naznacit aj ich rieSenia. Zasttipené st
pohlady aj viacerych vedeckych disciplin z oblasti prirodnych i spoloc¢enskych
vied, ktoré reflektuju problémy funkcie prirodnych prvkov v zivotnom prostre-
di na sidliskach, zahustovanie zastavby, tvorbu obytného prostredia a jeho hu-
manizaciu, vplyv voInych priestorov na udrzatelny rozvoj sidlisk a hodnotenie
kvality Zivota obyvatelov sidlisk.

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Housing Estates and Environment

Socio-economic situation after World War II with lack of suitable hygienic
and well-equipped apartments, along with the development of the new building
technologies in the second half of the 20" century, allowed to carry out exten-
sive construction of settlements. Many residents of European countries acquired
their higher standard of living associated with a better environment. In several
postsocialist countries, a significant proportion of the urban population is repre-
sented by the residents of housing estates.

In most of medium and large cities in the Czech and Slovak Republics the
housing estates still determine the essential nature of the conditions affecting
the quality of life of a significant part of their population. Most of the cities in an
effort to improve the urban environment did not apply a radical solution, that
is, their demolition. Revitalization, rehabilitation and humanization became the
most declared tools to eliminate some of the negative impacts of urbanism of
socialist period and low-quality of housing estates construction. Some projects
succeeded, but generally less successful transformation of residential areas was
also a consequence of poor spatial planning system and application of settlement
planning policies, which persisted from the previous period.

Environment became one of the key topics in dealing with housing estates
transformation, which is an issue of relations between holistic understanding
of human life and man surroundings. In view of these relations, a man’s can
be understood as a system of certain claims and needs manifested on the bio-
logical, socio-economic and cultural level. Surroundings to man — resident of
the housing estate — is a system of possibilities and preconditions necessary to
satisfy these demands. In this sense environmental issues have the structure of
a functional problem. Possible approaches to the improvement of the quality of
settlement environment include mainly the functional relations.

This issue of the Journal devoted to the environment of housing estates resi-
dents is focused not only on several aspects of the development and functional
issues of contemporary settlements, but also tries to suggest some solutions. The
views of several scientific disciplines are represented including the natural and
social sciences, which reflect the issues of natural element functions in the hous-
ing estates environment, building concentration, creating of residential environ-
ment and its humanization, the impact of free space on the sustainable develop-
ment of housing estates and evaluation of residents” quality of life in housing
estates.
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
