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Ochrana prirody

Zlozity vztah ¢loveka a prirody presiel a prechadza neustalym vyvojom. Je pri-
rodzené, Ze s rozvojom poznania sa meni aj pristup ¢loveka k prirode a k jej
ochrane, a napokon aj cely odbor ochrany prirody. Ochrana prirody na Sloven-
sku i v Cesku zaznamenala vyvin, ktory poznacili zmeny spoloc¢nosti, hranic
a Statneho usporiadania, vojny, represalie, rozli¢na politicka situacia.

Dévody, veduce k ochrane prirody, sa v jednotlivych historickych obdobiach
a v rdznych spolo¢nostiach vyrazne lisili. Pripomefime len rozdielne pristupy
prirodnych narodov, eurdpskej (a severoamerickej) civilizacie s krestanskymi
korenmi alebo starych azijskych kultar zalozenych na budhizme a hinduizme.
Moznosti a spésoby ochrany prirody sa menia a vyvijaju aj s rozvojom vedecké-
ho poznania. Pociatky ochrany zacinaji individualnou ochranou zvierat alebo
celych izemi, motivovanou ¢isto utilitarne. Uplne iné, uslachtilé motivacie, vy-
chadzajuce z obdivu k divokej prirode a jej krase, sa objavuju v obdobi roman-
tizmu. Od osvietenych snah a pocinov vynikajacich jednotlivcov ¢i uz z radov
Slachty, vedcov, alebo umelcov, ktoré charakterizuji ochranu prirody v 18. a
eSte po vacsinu 19. storocia, sa odbor posunul k Statne organizovanej ochrane
prirody a krajiny. Znac¢ny vplyv na tento vyvoj malo aj prehlbovanie vedeckych
a odbornych poznatkov o prirodnych hodnotach a vytvaranie podmienok na
budovanie ekonomickej a institucionalnej zakladne ochrany prirody, ale aj en-
vironmentalna vychova a systém environmentalneho prava, najmé uzékonenie
$tatnej ochrany prirody na Slovensku v roku 1955 a unifikovane v Cesku v roku
1956.

Sticasné obdobie charakterizuje dal$i posun k medzinarodnému pristupu a me-
dzinarodnej spolupraci v ochrane prirody, ktora za¢ina v druhej polovici 20.
storocia. Jej vyrazom st medzinarodné kategérie chranenych tizemi, v Eurépe
projekt ststavy chranenych tizemi eurépskeho vyznamu Natura 2000, ku ktoré-
mu sa po roku 2000 pripojili Ceska republika i Slovenska republika. Co sa tyka
vlastnej naplne a spoésobu ochrany prirody, ukazalo sa, Ze nevystaci iba s tra-
diénym konzervaénym pristupom. PretoZe sa meni okolitd krajina a podmien-
ky prostredia, ani prisna ochrana najcennejsich prirodnych tizemi a vzacnych
ohrozenych druhov nestacila zastavit ich tibytok a miznutie z volnej prirody.
Sticasna integrovana ochrana prirody preto presadzuje aktivny pristup, ktorého
vyrazom st napr. manazment chranenych tizemi, vytvaranie ekologickych sieti
v krajine a pod. Pravny rdmec na aktivnu starostlivost o krajinu poskytli aj pri-
jaté zakony: zakon ¢. 114/1992 Zb. o ochrane prirody a krajiny v Cesku a novela
zakona ¢. 543/2002 Z. z. o ochrane prirody a krajiny na Slovensku, ktorej tvorco-
via sa ststredili najma na implementaciu prislusnych predpisov Eurépskej tinie
a zohladnenie zavéazkov z medzinarodnych dohovorov.

Clovek bez prirody (a bez krajiny) nemoZe existovat. Potrebuje ju nielen ako
ekonomicky zdroj materialnych hodnét, potravy, ale i ako zdroj a pramen ne-
materidlnych hodnoét, ¢o novo vystihuje koncepcia ekosystémovych sluzieb. Pri-
roda ma okrem toho svoju vlastnit hodnotu ako nieco, ¢o vzniklo a stale vznika,
funguje a obnovuje sa bez pricinenia spoloc¢nosti. Tto hodnotu nedokazeme
vy¢islit, aj ona vSak predstavuje silny motiv na ochranu prirody.
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Nature Protection

The complex relationship between man and nature has undergone, and is still
undergoing, continuous development. This is a natural progression because in-
creasing knowledge changes human approaches to nature, its protection and
the entire nature protection sector. The development of nature protection in
Slovakia and the Czech Republic has been continuously affected by changes in
society, state borders, war, repression and political influences. Different moti-
vations in nature protection have surfaced in different societies and historical
periods; highlighted in many different national approaches, such as those in Eu-
ropean and North American civilizations with Christian roots and those in older
Asian cultures based on Buddhism and Hinduism. The potential and methods
in nature protection are evolving with increased scientific knowledge. Although
nature protection was initially motivated by purely utilitarian considerations
and focused on individual animals and territories, noble motivations based on
admiration for wild nature and its beauty emerged in the Romantic period. This
was followed by the outstanding efforts and deeds of enlightened aristocrats,
scientists and artists which characterized nature protection in the 18th and most
of the 19th century; and it is now transformed into state-organized nature and
landscape protection. Current protection dating from the second half of the 20th
century is characterized by the shift towards international approaches and coop-
eration. This is expressed in the international categories of protected areas and
the network of protected areas of European importance Natura 2000 adopted by
the Czech and Slovak Republics in the period after 2000. The traditional conser-
vation approach was considered inadequate because while landscape and envi-
ronmental conditions continued changing, the strict protection imposed on the
most valuable natural areas and rare and endangered species was insufficient
to halt their decline. Therefore, the current integrated nature protection provi-
sions demand a proactive approach, with tools focused on the management of
protected areas and the creation of ecological landscape networks. The legisla-
tive framework for active landscape care has been set by Act No. 114/1992 Coll.
on nature and landscape protection in the Czech Republic and by amendment
to Act No. 543/2002 on nature and landscape protection in Slovakia. These Acts
focus on implementation of the relevant European Union legislation and inter-
national agreements.

Man cannot exist without nature (and landscape as well). It is not only an eco-
nomic resource but also a source of non-material values exemplified in the cur-
rent concept of ecosystem services. Finally, nature possesses inherent value as
a phenomenon that arose and still arises, that works and is renewed regardless
of human society; and although this value cannot be calculated, it provides a
strong motive for nature protection.
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
